Do not include acronyms, bullets, or lists in the abstract. It should be single-spaced in 11-point Times New Roman. Please Replace these instructions with the text of your abstract. Page margins are set to be one inch on all sides. Methods: Your abstract should also describe the research methods; this section should include a concise description of the process by which you conducted your research. Results: Highlight the main results or outcomes of your work. Conclusion: The abstract should close with a statement of the project’s implications and contributions to its field. It should convince readers that the project is interesting, valuable, and worth investigating further. Be sure to adhere to the word limitation for the abstract (300 words). 
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
